Famous Austrian plants, animals, and mountains

i Marmots live in the Alps, and their coats are yellowish-brown on the body, gray on
“1:the head and nape of the neck, and the nose is white. The head is large and round, the
scars small, and the legs rather short. The tail is short and hairy, ending in a black tuft.
‘There are thick whiskers on the upper lip. The marmot can grow two feet long, with
“iianother six inches in tail length. It can weigh over 15 pounds fully grown.

Edelweiss in the German language means noble and white. It is found generally at
altitudes from 1700 meters to 2700 meters.
It grows from 8 cm to 20 cm tall.

Edelweiss flowers are classified as short lived perennials.

The Alps

The history of the Alps started some 500 million years ago. In the then existing Tethyan Sea, the
materials the Alps are made of, such as marble, limestone and granite, developed during many millions
of years. The actual mountain-building started a 100 million years ago when the African tectonic plate
started to move towards and causing pressure on the more stable tectonic plates of Europe and Asia.
Under the influence of this gigantic pressure the bottom of the sea rose to form new mountains. On a
smaller scale glacial periods and glaciers caused the shaping of the mountains by their eroding
influence.

The growth process is still going on. On a geological timescale the Alps are a young mountain range,
still developing: the Alps gain about one millimeter (0.04 ") in height every year. One can recognize a
young mountain range by its high and roughly shaped tops. The summits will be subject to wear caused
by erosion and weathering and they will eventually round off. As a result of this the mountains will
disappear forever in the long term. The earth is, and will be, in motion...

Indeed, the Alps were the first mountain area which was geologically investigated in an extensive way.
Many geological terms find their origin in the Alps.

As we travel through the Alps, Mr. Sue, otherwise known as Bruce Simonson, Professor of Geology at Oberlin
College, will enthusiastically answer any and all of your geologic questions.
